“A water supply shortage in a par-
ticular area also reflects on the Fed-
eral Government,” he said at the
Asia Water Resource 2016 Expo and
Forum here yesterday.

“It does not serve its purpose as |
only a few people benefit from it. I
recommend limiting the water use
for each household as it is better
than rationing.

“This will allow a state to study
water consumption patterns and in-
dustries’ requirements.” E
